Category – Water Initiatives by NGO

Eligibility: 
Any NGO (Registered as a society, trust, not for profit organisation) engaged in working with communities/ panchayats/ other agencies in the areas of watershed management; drinking water supply and sanitation. The programme should have been completed or under implementation (at least three years). Projects at the planning stage will not be considered for evaluation. Emphasis is on organisations undertaking an intervention for long term sustainability and protection of water resources.

Screening process: 

Entries will be screened for their eligibility, and selection for the final round will be on the basis of the following parameters:

a. Understanding of the area and problem and intervention designed
b. Involvement of communities in the programme;

c. Environmental benefits created;

d. Socio-economic benefits created; and

e. Institutional sustainability of the project
f. Innovation

# Weightage would be given to applications that provide measurable evidences for each parameter mentioned above. 

Selected entries that clear the screening will make a presentation to the jury in New Delhi. The jury will evaluate the entries and select the finalist. Field validation of shortlisted entries will be done by the Jury and winners will be selected. The decision of the jury will be final.

· Information contained can be used for dissemination with consent from the organisation giving due credit. FICCI Water Mission will not be responsible for the authenticity of the information supplied by the applying organisation.

· The entries from the applicants who have won FICCI Water Awards for a particular project in previous years are not encouraged to apply for 12th edition of FICCI Water Awards for the same project until and unless there is measurable difference in the scale of operation.
